Student Component

The Student Component includes a section called
Newcomers, as well as a four-level Lexiled® reading
program based on multi-cultural, high-interest
selections. The Newcomers section facilitates the
introduction of basic vocabulary and sentence
structure needed by beginning English language
learners.

The reading program includes Lexiled® multi-
cultural, multi-genre reading selections that
incorporate vocabulary support, audio tracks,
activities, and quizzes. The reading selections
increase in complexity as students progress
through the program.

The Student Assessment module offers teachers and administrators the ability to run individual, class, school, and district

reports. Progress is measured in terms of Lexile® and grade level gains.
